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The Heatmakerz entered the hip hop music scene as producers in 1999, and within a year they were making hits for some of the biggest MCs in the industry including Dipset, Cam’Ron, Juelz Santana, and Canabis. Rsonist and Thrilla, collectively The Heatmakerz, proved to be the real thing with their signature sound that was dubbed “Crack Music” or “Harlem Ditty Bop.”
Growing up together in the Bronx, Rsonist and Thrilla were exposed to all types of musical genres.  Rsonist explains, “We’re into all types of music but mainly a lot of mid to late 70s, early 80s type of stuff.  Our parents used to play old school R&B, everything from The O’Jays to Patti Labelle.”  It was a love for music that influenced the pair to get into the business.

Rsonist began his career in the music industry as a DJ while attending Howard University. Meanwhile, back home, Thrilla was mastering the craft of production.  After college Rsonist decided to join Thrilla with his new hobby, not really thinking it would pay off the way it has.  Rsonist humbly recalls, “When I left college I started messing with production because I had nothing better to do and because I love music.  This really started out as a hobby more than anything else.” 
Luckily for hip hop fans, a chance encounter with Dipset member Cam’Ron turned their hobby into a profession and helped The Heatmakerz music find its way into the clubs and radio airwaves.  “Cam got our beat CD and called us two days later; we ended up getting a lot of work from that,” says Thrilla. Their “Dipset Anthem” was a smash hit in the clubs and charts alike.  It birthed the sound The Heatmakerz are recognized for and helped propel Dipset, Cam’Ron and Juelz Santana to stardom.  Filled with abbreviated samples, strong bass lines and heavy drums, their production style has quickly made them the go-to producers for any artist looking for a sure fire hit. 
Throughout their career The Heatmakerz have worked with many notable artists in addition to those already mentioned including, Fat Joe, Ludacris, Lil Wayne, M.O.P, Papoose, Brooke Valentine, Lil Flip, AZ, I-20, 40 Cal., DJ Clue and Capone.
The future is bright for The Heatmakerz.  They found a home at Sony/ATV last year when they signed their first publishing deal proving that music executives are taking notice of their ascension in the industry.  They have created their own production company, Heatmakerz Productions, working in conjunction with Major Key Entertainment so that they can develop artists and bring more great music and new talent to the industry. In addition, they have several of their own albums set to come out this year with Rsonist handling the responsibilities of both producing and rapping. After an all-star start and an extremely successful career, The Heatmakerz are sure to continue on the path to success.
